Adjectives are words that express qualities or characteristics of people, animals, places, 
things or ideas. 
The adjective always has the same gender and number.

Rosa hermosa   
Claveles bonitos  

Degrees of adjectives 
Adjectives are words that express qualities of nouns in different degrees, it means, 
with greater or lesser intensity. 
 
Example: una persona puede ser tranquila, muy tranquila o poco tranquila. 
 

Adjectives can be: 
 
Qualifying: Because they express a quality of the noun which makes it different to 
others. 
 

Example : Claudia prefiere el vestido rojo. 
 Possessive: Because they express substantive property spoken. They are: mi – tu – su – 
nuestros – sus. 
 

Example : Estos son nuestros colores 
  
Demonstration: They express the proximity or distance of the noun spoken of in 
relation to the speaker and are: este (a) – estos (as) – ese (a) – esos (as) – aquel (la) – 
aquellos (as). 
 

Example : Estos libros que leímos son de la biblioteca. 

Types of adjectives 
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The degrees of the adjective are: positive, comparative and superlative. 

Positive: When you mention a quality without giving idea of ​​intensity. 
 

Example: Sebastián es creativo. 
  
Comparative: When the quality is expressed as compared to another. 
 

Example: El fútbol es un deporte más popular que el ciclismo. 
  

The comparison can occur in three forms: 
 
Comparative of superiority: Sebastian is more creative than Diego. 
 
Comparative of Equality: Sebastian is as creative as Diego. 
 
Comparison of inferiority: Sebastian is less creative than Diego. 
 
Superlative: Expresses a quality to their fullest extent.
